31 – Eco Town Update 
In response to a question in relation to an article in the local press, the Leader reported on his discussions with the Housing Minister Caroline Flint following her recent visit to the proposed eco towns development at the former RAF Coltishall site. During those discussions the Leader had emphasized the Council’s principal objections to the development of the former RAF base, as an eco town or otherwise, on the basis that the location of the site was not suitable for major development. The opportunity had been taken to detail the work carried out by the GNDP on the Joint Core Strategy which had recognised the potential for development in the north east sector (Rackheath/Salhouse) where there was the potential for a notional allocation between the existing development and the proposed line of the NDR which had raised the interest of the DCLG. The Leader stressed that the ambition to create policies to decouple the use of fossil fuels in any new developments that came on line and it was proposed to engage with the DCLG on the prospect of releasing expensive dependency on fossil fuels in the longer term.
